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	Feast of the Baptism of the Lord - 12th January 2020
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This is my Son
This weekend we remember the Baptism of the Lord, when Jesus was revealed as the beloved Son of the Father, by Spirit of God appearing like a dove and the voice of the Father saying ‘This is my Son’.  Once again the first reading, from the prophet Isaiah, speaks of the justice the Saviour will bring:  ‘I have endowed him with my spirit that he may bring true justice to the nations’. Whilst the kingdom Jesus announces has already begun, there are still so many parts of our world where people long for justice and peace.

I repeat here what I wrote last week, as the paintings I described actually are on display this here this weekend: twelve original paintings of everyday scenes in the land where Jesus was born. The artist, Zohar, was an Israeli citizen who witnessed the 1967 Six Day War, the occupation of territories and the chaos and brutality that has followed. His growing anger and frustration led him to dissociate himself from Israel and turn from his career as a painter of portraits of international elite figures (including Princess Diana) to create these powerful scenes of the reality of life in the country we call The Holy Land. They are shocking images but they are not devoid of hope. In the simple dignity of the people oppressed by military occupation we can discern the patient desire for the justice and peace which will one day surely come.

Please take some time to ponder these images, to pray for a just solution to the complex and worsening conflict in the Middle East and to consider what small steps you can take in your own life to build what Pope Francis calls ‘a civilization of love’.  

If you want spend more time with the paintings or to let others have this opportunity, they will also be at St Teresa’s next weekend: the church will be open from 9.00am to 7.00pm on Saturday 18th and you can also view the pictures before and after the Masses at 10.00am and 6.00pm on Sunday 19th.
