Our Daily Bread

The key to this parable of the labourers in the vineyard is that the wage the landowner paid all his workers, one denarius, was the amount needed to feed a family for a day.

Once we realise that, the lesson becomes clear. The landowner has grapes that need to be harvested, so he goes to where the casual workers gather, waiting to be hired, and hires a team, agreeing to pay them a fair wage for a day’s work.

Perhaps he underestimates the job, so he goes out to hire more workers, several times during the day, even at the eleventh hour, when he needs more hands for the final rush to get the harvest in before the sun goes down.

On his final visit to the marketplace, he asks the remaining men why they are still there and their reply touches his heart: because no one has hired us. He knows that if he only pays them the rate for the one hour left for them to work, they will not be able to feed their families that night, so he pays them the same as the others, because that is what they need.

This does not make economic sense and it offends our human way of working things out. We think about what we deserve, and we become envious if someone gets more than us, or gets the same as us for less effort, but God thinks differently.

In God’s way of thinking, everybody needs what God can give, but nobody deserves it. We depend on God for all our needs and we have to trust that he will give us what we need. There is no room in this way of thinking for differential rates, or positions of power, or extra rewards for those who work hard or get lucky. And there is no possibility of building up a reserve, a stockpile of God’s grace.

That’s why Jesus taught his disciples to pray ‘Give us this day our daily bread’ and why it was revealed to St Paul that ‘my grace is enough for you and my power is perfected in weakness’. This parable is not about industrial relations: it is about our complete dependence, day by day, on the infinite love and mercy of God for all, including the weak, the poor and those left behind.
